{v.15} “And this is the fashion which thou shalt 

make it [the ark] of: The length of the ark shall be 

three hundred cubits, the breadth of it fifty cubits, 

and the height of it thirty cubits.”  That is approxi-

mately 450 feet long, 75 feet wide, and 45 feet high.  

Modern shipbuilders have acknowledged this as a 

perfect ratio for seaworthiness but not for speed.  

Exactly as God intended, but how did Noah know 

the perfect seagoing ratio to use in building the ark?  

The only reasonable answer is by inspiration of God
